When charging the battery, please charge it in a ventilated area and keep the cover open and
away from open flames.
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※ This machine is only used as a cleaning tool. If it is used for other purposes beyond the
instructions in this manual, we will not bear any responsibility for this.
※ This machine can clean the ground without obvious large particle waste. If there is large
particle waste on the ground, please clean it in advance before cleaning the ground. Otherwise, if
the suction motor is burned due to the blockage of the sewage pipe by large pieces of waste, and
unexpected consequences are caused, please bear your own responsibility.
※ This machine can only be used by professionals, and it is strictly prohibited for minors and
non professionals to drive.
It is strictly prohibited to drive under the influence of alcohol, and speeding is strictly prohibited.
There is a risk of overturning when driving on steep slopes and turning at high speeds.
When the machine stops working, unrelated personnel should be kept away from the machine.
When the machine is working, the working speed should be controlled within 5km/h to achieve
the best cleaning effect.
※ Ensure that the battery is in a ventilated area during charging. If a low voltage alarm occurs
after the machine stops working or during operation, the battery should be charged in a timely
manner to extend its service life.
※ After completing the work, the key should be promptly removed to prevent unauthorized
personnel from using it.

4.2、Installation precaution

1. Open the outer packaging film;
2. The rear wheels of the machine are fixed to the pallet with iron clamps and tied tightly
with packing straps;
3. Remove the iron hoop and loosen the packaging belt;
4. Unload the machine along the wooden pallet;
5. Keep this iron tray for future handling.
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4.3、Safety instructions for operation

Attention: The washing and sweeping integrated machine must be operated by a fixed
operator on a relatively flat cement, epoxy floor, ceramic tile, and other surfaces to clean and
sweep floor stains.

Attention: During the work process, special cleaning agents can be used appropriately
according to the degree of ground pollution. For example, when using cleaning agents, special
defoamers should be used in conjunction with the sewage tank.
When the sewage display light on the control panel is on (the sewage tank is full), please stop the
operation and discharge the sewage thoroughly.
After each operation, the sewage tank must be emptied in a timely manner and cleaned with a
water gun to avoid breeding bacteria and affecting the future use effect.

Caution: Once the sewage display light on the control panel lights up, please stop the
operation immediately and discharge the sewage thoroughly. Otherwise, the suction motor may
be short circuited and burned due to water ingress, resulting in unpredictable consequences.
Please bear the responsibility yourself.
During use, if there is a large amount of solid waste on the ground that has not been cleaned in
advance, resulting in blocking the suction rubber inlet, affecting the drying effect, and even
causing the suction motor to burn out due to overload, resulting in unpredictable consequences,
please bear it yourself.
4.4 Safety instructions for driving

Attention: When the machine stops working, the brush disc and suction cup must be
lifted to prevent deformation.

Caution!When the machine is turned off or malfunctioning, it is necessary to push/drag
the machine to ensure that the speed is not greater than 5km/h, and to remove a
walking motor wire.

Warning!
Before stepping on the accelerator pedal every time, be sure to check
whether the handbrake pad is in a non braking position.
If the handbrake pad is in the braking position, when the accelerator pedal is pressed, it
will inevitably cause the drive axle motor to burn out, as well as severe wear on the brake
pad and damage to the rear wheel aluminum hub. Our company is not responsible for any
vehicle malfunctions caused by human error in operation.
4.5、Safety instructions for batteries
1. It is necessary to avoid the battery being in a low voltage state and charge it as soon
as possible.
2. This battery is a maintenance free lead-acid battery and does not require the addition
of electrolyte.
3. To avoid leakage, please keep the battery dry and clean, especially to remove
pollutants such as metal dust.
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4. It is prohibited to place metal parts (such as tools) on the battery to prevent short
circuit and burning of the battery;
5. Please follow local regulations when recycling batteries;
6. It is prohibited to use open flames when handling or handling batteries;
7. The charging room should be well ventilated;
8. When the key switch is in the on position, it is prohibited to connect or remove the
battery;
Before disassembling the battery, first disconnect the negative (-) battery wire, and then
disconnect the positive (+) battery wire. When rewiring, be sure to pay attention to the
polarity of the battery, as incorrect connections can damage electrical components;
10. Avoid direct contact between the positive and negative electrodes, as it can cause
high current short circuits, generate high heat, and even have the possibility of ignition.
4.6、Safety instructions for vehicle transportation
The machine is packaged and fixed on a special pallet for complete shipment, and can be
transported using a forklift. The machine can only be placed in a single layer.

1. Keyswitch：
2. Main brush: Press the main brush to lower and start, and then press the main brush

to raise and stop working.
3. Side brush: Press the edge brush to lower and start, and then press the edge brush

to raise and stop working.
4. Sewage level light: If the light is not on, it indicates that the sewage tank is not yet

full, and if the light is on, it indicates that the sewage tank is full.
5. Brush disc: Press the brush disc to lower and start, and then press the brush disc to

raise and stop working.
6. Water absorption: Press the suction lever to lower and work, and then press the

suction lever to raise and stop working.
7. Gear: Press the forward gear of the vehicle first, and then press the reverse gear of
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the vehicle.
8. Dust vibration: Start by pressing the dust vibration button first, and stop by

pressing the dust vibration button afterwards
9. Horn: Push on horn.
10.Watering: Press to start working, then press to stop working.
11.Electricity meter: Indicates the current available electricity level.
12.Reverse image: automatically displayed when reversing.
5.5、Pedal

6.1、Preparation/safety inspection before startup
look out! Check whether the brush disc is installed in place, whether the suction cup is

installed and fixed, and whether the sewage tank cover is in the closed position. If the machine is
transported and all components are checked for any movement during transportation.
6.2、Add water

look out! When adding water, pay attention to the amount of water and do not spill.
（Please use tap water. The water source must not contain particles such as sediment）
7.1、Driving mode

Caution: Ensure that the brush disc and suction cup are in the raised position.
Insert the key and turn to the ON position (to turn on the headlights, turn to the lighting position).
Move the forward/backward switch forward to the forward gear, press the governor pedal, and
the washing and sweeping machine can move forward.

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7.2、Scrubbing mode

Caution：

There is large solid waste on the ground that needs to be cleaned in advance;
Press the floor wash and suction buttons forward, and the brush tray and suction rake will
automatically lower for operation;
After completing the homework, turn off the switch, and the brush and suction tray will
automatically lift and stop running;
Move the forward/backward switch forward to the forward gear, press the accelerator pedal, and
the floor washer can clean the ground;
If it is necessary to clean heavily polluted ground, special cleaning agents should be combined or
the driving speed of the equipment should be reduced during operation;
If cleaning agents are used, special defoamers should be used together in the sewage tank;
Check the sewage in the sewage tank, drain it in a timely manner, and clean it after emptying the
sewage tank at the end of each operation;
Through obstacles
Obstacle height within 5cm
It can be safely passed through. Raise the brush disc and suction before driving.
Obstacle height greater than 6cm
Only after introducing a section of inclined plane can it pass through。
7.3、Sweeping mode

Caution: Press the main brush and edge brush buttons forward, and the main brush and
edge brush will automatically lower for cleaning.
After the cleaning is completed, turn off the sweeping switch, and the main and side brushes will
automatically lift and stop rotating.
Move the forward/backward switch forward to the forward gear, press the governor pedal, and
the broom can clean the ground.
If it is necessary to clean large garbage (such as leaves, cigarette boxes, etc.), press the large
garbage pedal and drive at low speed to the area that needs to be cleaned. The main brush can
sweep the large garbage into the dust bin.
If the working environment is relatively poor, stop sweeping the floor and start the dust filter
vibrator after a certain time interval (press and hold the dust filter button);
Check the amount of garbage in the garbage bin in a timely manner;
Through obstacles
Obstacle height within 5cm
It can be safely passed through. Step on the large garbage pedal and raise the main and side
brushes before driving.
Obstacle height greater than 6cm
Only after introducing a section of inclined plane can it pass through。
7.4、Discharge of sewage

Caution！
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1. Release the pedal to stop the machine.
2. Pull out the rear drain pipe of the car.
3. Align the drain and pull out the drain pipe cover.
4. After the sewage is discharged, clean the inside of the sewage tank with a flushing gun.
5. After cleaning, cover the drain pipe cover and snap the pipe back into the buckle.
7.5、Close the machine

Caution: After completing work, before leaving the machine, please perform the
following actions:
1. Press the stop button to raise the brush disc and suction;
2. Empty and clean the sewage tank;
3. Remove the key from the power switch。
8.1、Check/adjust additional equipment
Check the angle between the rubber and the ground after suction (45 ° angle is the optimal angle)
1. Check the angle between the film and the ground after suction, and the process is as follows:
-Use the machine on level ground.
-Press the suction button to lower the suction bar to the ground.
-The operator slowly pushes the equipment forward.
-Visually inspect the pressure angle between the rear rubber and the ground.
When the rubber is too worn and cannot be adjusted, replace it according to the instructions in
the next paragraph。

Caution！

If the angle between the film and the ground after suction is not around 45 °, the drying effect of
the machine will be affected, and the spare parts will become hot, thereby reducing the service
life of the machine. Please be careful when performing the aforementioned checks and only use
the machine under the conditions mentioned above.
9.1、Dragging vehicles

look out!When the machine is turned off or malfunctioning, it is necessary to push/drag
the machine to ensure that the speed is not greater than 5km/h.
10、Storage

Caution！

※ Do not store cans containing liquids on the machine.

Brush disc replacement

Caution！

When replacing the brush disc, it is best to wear gloves as it may be cut by fur.
step：
1. Before replacing the brush tray, turn off the floor wash switch button, lift the brush tray, and
turn off the power switch;
2. As shown in Figure 1, loosen the plastic handle nut and open the side door; As shown in
Figure 2, loosen the plastic handle nut and open the side shield；

3. As shown in the following figure, when disassembling the left brush disc, rotate the brush disc
clockwise (from top to bottom). When disassembling the right brush disc, rotate the brush disc
counterclockwise (from top to bottom) and apply force instantly until the brush disc separates
from the aluminum chuck.

4. During installation, as shown in the figure below, the direction is opposite to that during
disassembly. The left brush disc should be rotated counterclockwise (viewed from top to bottom),
while the right brush disc should be rotated clockwise (viewed from top to bottom), and the force
should be applied instantly until the brush disc is tightly clamped with the aluminum chuck.
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Replacement of suction rubber
1. Removal and installation of suction drum
As shown in the following figure, loosen the left and right plastic handle screws, drag the suction
lever to the left and exit the hole slot.

2、Disassembly and replacement of front and rear rubber

●Remove the front rubber as shown in the figure below. Release the middle buckle of the rear
pressure strip, and use force on both sides of the pressure strip to remove the hook and then
remove the front rubber.

●After unloading the rubber, as shown in the figure below, release the middle buckle of the rear
pressure strip, and forcefully remove the hook from both sides of the pressure strip, then remove
the rear rubber.

● When installing the rubber, please ensure that the lower end of the rubber is on a flat surface
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without height difference, and then lock the pressure strip to achieve the best drying effect
during use.

Main brush exchange

Caution！

When replacing the main brush, it is best to wear gloves as it may be cut by fur.
1. Unscrew the star nut marked "1", pull out the main brush support rod of the link, and then
unscrew the screw marked "2" to remove the left baffle. During installation, measure the height
difference between screw 3 and the ground within 2mm. If there is any difference, adjust screw 1

2. After disassembly, remove the main brush.

3. The front bumper adjustment should tilt back 15 °
4. Please note that during installation, the main brush must be lowered and installed along the
arrow direction, pointing towards the front of the vehicle.

Attention！！The running direction of the main brush is shown in the figure, and the main

brush should be installed correctly as shown in the figure. Check the pressure between the main
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brush and the ground as described in the relevant chapters.
Side brush replacement
1、Removal and replacement of side brushes

#Loosen the three screws inside the red circle in sequence and turn them to the left until the
circular opening comes out to remove the edge brush.
#When installing, pay attention to rotating in the opposite direction and then tightening the
screws.
#Cleaning and integrity inspection of garbage filters

#Remove the red arrow marked screws one by one, and then forcefully drag outward to remove
the filter element component.

● Please clean the dust without damaging the filter cotton body
● When replacing the filter element, it is necessary to apply lubricating grease to the oil

seal of the filter element
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Front lifting cover replacement
#When replacing the front lifting cover, the main brush must be removed and the trash can must
be pulled out.
#When replacing the front lifting gear, the brake teeth must be clamped to ensure that the vehicle
does not slide。

#Dismantle the red arrow marked screws in sequence, remove the waste cover and replace it。
